“By joining 3D Systems, we expect to continue to deliver high quality medical imaging products and 

expand our core imaging business using 3D’s medical technologies,” said VIDAR Systems’ Global 

President, Joseph LaPorta. “Our vision has always been to expand our core technology into areas 

that were not previously accessible to VIDAR.  Together with 3D’s strong footprint into healthcare — 

medical models, surgical guides, hearing aides, dental applications and implantable devices — 

VIDAR expects to develop applications and products that enhance our current offering as well as to 

move into more elaborate healthcare initiatives. ” 

 

"We believe that the strong strategic fit between our businesses, combined with expanded capabilities 

in product development, channel coverage, manufacturing and marketing, could present sizeable cost 

and revenue synergies that together offer significant long-term customer benefits and shareholder 

value,” commented Abe Reichental, President and CEO of 3D Systems.
